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Operating Function :
High/low functions are powered via 2 synchronised 24Vdc electric actuators.
Hoist raise/lower is controlled via a single 24Vdc electric actuator.

Hoist rotate is controlled by a single 24Vdc electric actuator.

Hand control has 6 functions, which control variable height tub adjustment, seat rotation, and seat rise and lower. 
Bath and shower operation/temperature is controlled via the selector lever and temperature control knob situated on top of the TMV 3 thermostatic mixer.  (See the thermostatic mixer manual provided for specific operating and servicing requirements). 

The fresh water patient shower system mounted on a side of bathtub is also thermostatically controlled for safety and compliance with TMV 3 scheme criteria. 

Hydro-therapy is provided by a dedicated closed system which pumps air through a pipe work system (via an electric air pump 230-240 Vac) into the bath tub which is defused and controlled by the three button control pad located at the foot end of the bath. (See section on Hydrotherapy on page 9)
SAFETY :

Seat rotation is only possible if tub is in low position and seat in high position!
The bath tub can only be raised if the seat is positioned over the bath tub!

AIR – Hydro-massage
Air is pumped via an independent system to several outlet diffusers which located strategically in to rows at the bottom of the bath tub.  The diffusers are positioned so that that deliver therapy the major muscle groups on the patient’s body and the therapy intensity can be adjusted, via the buttons in the diagram below.
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MAINTENANCE:
CLEANING THE TUB
Only use liquid based products e.g.(liquid soap).

Don't use abrasive products like "scouring cream" to avoid scratches on the tub surface "Gelcoat".
DISINFECTION OF THE TUB

· Spray a suitable cleaner or disinfectant onto the interior tub surface.

· Let the disinfectant act on the surface of the bath for the manufacturers recommended period.

· Thoroughly rinse the interior tub surfaces with fresh water.

· Dry the interior tub surfaces with a clean soft cloth.

· Alcohol wipes and after market solutions can be used.  If in doubt, contact Reval to ensure compatibility of the proposed materials to be used on the appliance.  
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CLEANING THE AIR-HYDROTHERAPY DEFUSERS
- Diffusers: Should be cleaned on a regular basis dependent on usage.

-Function: Air is blown through the chromed diffusers.  Debris
can build up below the diffusers and impair the function and effectiveness.
To clean the diffusers follow stages 1-4:

Stage 1 : 

Switch off the hydro-therapy function then totally empty the bath.


Stage 2 :

Use a flat screwdriver to remove the diffuser cap.

Stage 3 :

Clean the chromed chrome diffuser cap and the jet orifice.
Stage 4 :

Reposition the diffuser cap on its mounting. 

Then with a soft mallet, tap the chromed air jet cap (diffuser) . Check that it is correctly positioned on the nozzle mounting. Switch on the bath and check that air is flowing freely around the circumference or the diffuser.
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PERIODIC INSPECTION:
1) Periodic inspection of the bathtub should be undertaken at the time intervals stated by the manufacturer, but at least once a year. By periodic inspection is meant a visual examination on all the functions of the bathtub and particularly on the safety systems 

Every inspection should include a working load of one (1) lifting cycle with the maximum load.

2) Periodic inspection should be performed by a person who is suitably and properly qualified and well acquainted with the design, use and care of the bathtub. The scope of the periodic inspection should be included in the manual supplied with the bathtub.

3) Any observations of importance for the safety of the bathtub should be noted, preferably in a logbook which should be retained by the person (s) responsible for the servicing / maintenance of the bathtub.

The date when corrective actions are taken, in response to noted observations, should also be noted in the logbook.

4) A record of the date of inspection of the bathtub and inspection result should be noted in the logbook together with the signature of the inspector.

5) If periodic inspection reveals any defect, wear or other damage that jeopardises the safety of the bathtub, the owner should immediately be notified.

In the event of immediate danger to safety, the bathtub should immediately be taken out of service. It may then not be used until the deficiency has been eliminated.

6) Defects and damages of importance to the safety of the bathtub that have occurred between inspections and have already lead to corrective actions should be entered in the logbook.
7) Defects and damages should be reported back to Reval for action.

This feedback should be reported in the logbook.
